Title of the Unit Plan: European Country Sales Pitch / Standards Cumulative Review
 
Timeline for the Unit: 3-4 Weeks (With a 4 Day School Week)
Content Area: Geography
Grade Level: 7th Grade
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Introduction: Background, Context, Purpose
You are going to develop a mini-movie (using the program, Movie Maker) that captures the essence of a European country you have previously studied.  In doing so, you are trying to “sell” a package vacation and get the buyer to “bite”.  You may have seen examples of this on the very popular televised game show, The Price is Right. (When you get to the showcase, the prizes that you can win are set up in stories that would be very similar to this idea - they tell a “story” about their prizes to “sell” them.) 

	Unit Goals
1. Students will utilize a technology.

2. Students will identify specifics from the five themes of geography.
3. Students will compare/contract the US to a European Country.
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(One Day) After European Countries have been studied, students will first pick the country they are interested in using for their Movie Maker Project/Sales Pitch.

5. (One Day) Next, students will use the Internet to find a fairy tale that comes from the country they have chosen.

· (Example: For Instance, if I wanted to sell a package deal on traveling throughout England, I would use the story of Robin Hood but adjust it by saying how he stole items from people that lived by important land marks, etc. I would then show off those landmarks throughout the story capturing England and its importance throughout.)
· Students will research a dessert that comes from their country and bring it on the day of their presentation.

6. Now, students will begin researching on the internet the following:
Location: Where something is…(One Day)

· Students will use one slide for the name of their chosen country with 100% accuracy.

· Students will locate the Latitude/Longitude of their chosen country and show a relationship in distance from their position to the new country with 100% accuracy. (Miles apart will need to be included along with the direction they will be traveling to get to their chosen country – Example: “You will be traveling SE 250 miles to _____ as you begin this one week vacation!”)

· Students will need to include cash conversions if necessary!

Place: Features that make the country unique (One Week)

· For this portion, Students will choose 2 places that would be good tourist attractions (1 place per slide – 2 slides).  They will include the picture of the place and will talk about the climate, race of people, plants and animals, customs, religions, occupations, language, clothing, etc at this time with 100% accuracy.

Human-Environment Interaction (With Previous)

· (Students can also include this information (on crops/livestock, resources, and housing styles) in with the Place from above.  While they are showing pictures of where their “showcase winners” will be visiting.)

Movement (One Day)
· Students will spend one day using a site like Price Line Negotiator to look up airfare, car, hotel to travel to their country.  This will be included on the slide before the places the plan on visiting.  They will need to include a one week stay price with 100% accuracy.  A picture of the hotel, car and type of airline will need to be provided with 100% accuracy as well.

Region (One Day)

· At the end of their Movie Maker project, students will need to have an approximate total of what the trip would cost.  I ask that they break it down by airfare, car, hotel, traveling, spending money, gifts, etc. so we can see their grand total.  
· Students will then need to compare/contrast this country and the US with 80% accuracy.
7. (2-3 Days) Now, students will need to put it all together adding slide transitions, movement and sound.
8. (2 Days) Students will present their sales pitch movie maker project to their classmates  providing a small dessert from their country for their classmates to enjoy while they are listening to the presentation.

	Student Activities for distance education
1. Students will participate in a discussion board once per week (for a total of four times) pertaining to the 5 themes of Geography.  They will each have three people they must respond to each week.
· Question 1: Explain how you have used Location in your Movie Maker project.  Include any neat transitions/animations you used or music that made it more unique.

· Question 2: Explain how you have used Place and Human-Interaction Environment in your Movie Maker project.  What was hard about this portion of the assignment?  What did you find to be easy?

· Question 3:   Explain how you have used Movement in your Movie Maker project. What site did you find most helpful?  Were you surprised by the prices?
· Question 4: Explain how you have used Region in your Movie Maker project.  Include what you learned and overcame throughout the project.

2. Students will utilize content provided for each of their daily assignments.  There will be a list of resources posted for them to view.  A sample project will also be available for them to view.

3. Students will be able to chat with one another at any time throughout the project.  Students will also post their assignments and have one person critique it twice during the project to gain valuable information on how they are doing.

	Reflection on the lesson:
1. What did you do for this lesson to make it appropriate for distance delivery?

· Discussion Boards – so students can gain information from others and compare their own assignments to that of others.
· Movie Maker Presentation – selected to showcase students knowledge overall.  This would be similar to creating a research paper but allows for a more creative avenue.

· Instead of having students present in person, they will have to upload the Movie Maker project for others to view.  They will also not be able to bring in their treats for the distance portion.  I added the discussion boards as well which I found to be very beneficial for the students.
